Directions:  

From the Orlando airport, take the Bee Line (SR 528) east about 43 miles to Cape Canaveral.  This is a toll road so $1.25 is required for a 2-axle vehicle.  After crossing the Indian and Banana rivers onto Cape Canaveral, the road will bend to the right and become state road AIA (southbound).   Continue about 3 miles until the Best Western Oceanfront Resort is on the left.

Driving directions from Best Western Oceanfront Resort:

Go north on AIA a little less than 3 miles until is curves left and becomes state road 528.  Continue for about 5 more miles and take the exit to State Road 3, Merritt Island.  Go north on SR 3 for a little over 7 miles.  Turn left onto Space Commerce Parkway (the International Space Research Park).  Continue until the road ends at the NASA Causeway (SR 405).  Turn right and after about 1 mile the KSC Visitor Complex will be on the right.  Turn right into the Visitor Complex; turn right to drive through the parking lots all the way to the south side of the lots; turn right until coming to a small guard gate.  Follow the guard’s instructions for parking and for entering the Kurt Debus building.
